PHILOSOPHY OF EXCELLENCE

Musical Excellence

selected includes a broad spectrum of styles and sounds (both secular and sacred) that appeal to
a wide audience.

Academic Excellence

The academic component of KCC's mission emphasizes the importance of scholastic achievement
in a child’s life. Because education is so important for the future of each child, chorus members
are encouraged to maintain a “B” (“3”) or better average in their schoolwork. Those needing
assistance achieving this goal can receive free tutoring at Neighbor's House through its
Homework Help Nights and Summer Refresher Courses (www.neighborshouse.org).

The spiritual component of KCC's mission emphasizes traditional Christian values and Biblical
principles for the development of the child’'s character and faith.
